A. Revisions to milestones, missions, schedules, manifests and/or processing
requirements may be made by the government, and shall be deemed within the
scope of this contract.

However, the government will consider an adjustment to the contract, for estimated
cost only (no fee) for those events equal to or less than the above thresholds. An
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event is defined as the addition, substitution, or deletion of a payload for a
scheduled mission once payload processing is commenced at KSC; a compression
of a process flow, once commenced, to accelerate or avoid postponing a launch
date; or the addition, substitution or elimination of a scheduled mission.

B. Equitable adjustments pursuant to any provision of this contract shall be subject to
the limitations specified in Paragraph A above.

ARTICLE B-7 PRICED OPTION FOR INTEGRATED SYSTEMS TESTS
(CLIN 002A AND 002B)

The government may exercise options for integrated systems tests as delineated in
Attachment J-2, Statement of Work for Priced Options. The government may exercise
integrated systems test options under CLIN 002A, at any time during the basic contract
period of performance (Oct 02 through Sep 06). The government may exercise
integrated systems tests options under CLIN 002B at any time during Option Period 1
(Oct 06 — Sep 09). Options may be exercised on a per mission basis by written notice
to the contractor not later than 90 days prior to commencement of the option work. The
option to exercise CLIN 002B is contingent upon exercise of Option Period 1, CLIN
001B. The price (cost and fee per table B-1E and B-1F) per mission in effect at the time
the option is exercised shall cover the full price of performing the test, even if the
duration of the test crosses fiscal years.

ARTICLE B-8 PRICED OPTION FOR MULTIPLE ELEMENT INTEGRATED
TEST 3 (CLIN 003)

The government may exercise an option for Multiple Element Integrated Test 3 (MEIT3)
as delineated in Attachment J-2, Statement of Work for Priced Options. The
government may exercise this MEIT3 option one time under CLIN 003, at any time
during the basic contract period of performance (Oct 02 through Sep 06) by written
notice to the contractor not later than 90 days prior to commencement of the option
work. The price (cost and fee per table B-1G) in effect at the time the option is
exercised shall cover the full price of performing the work, even if the duration of the test
crosses fiscal years.

ARTICLE B-9 PRICED OPTION FOR ELEMENT-LEVEL LEAK TESTS
(CLINS 004A, 004B, and 004C)

The government may exercise options for element-level leak tests as delineated in
Attachment J-2, Statement of Work for Priced Options. The government may exercise
element-level leak tests options under CLIN 004A at any time during the basic contract
period of performance (Oct 02 through Sep 06). The government may exercise element-
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level leak tests options under CLIN 004B at any time during Option Period 1 (Oct 06 —
Sep 09). The government may exercise element-level leak tests options under CLIN
004C at any time during Option Period 2 (Oct 09 — Sep 12). Options may be exercised
on a per mission basis by written notice to the contractor not later than 90 days prior to
commencement of the option work. The option to exercise CLIN 004B is contingent
upon exercise of Option Period 1, CLIN 001B. The option to exercise CLIN 004C is
contingent upon exercise of Option Period 2, CLIN 001C. The price (cost and fee per
table B-1H, B-11 and B-1J) per mission in effect at the time the option is exercised shall
cover the full price of performing the test, even if the duration of the test crosses fiscal
years.

ARTICLE B-10 PRICED OPTION FOR GROUND SUPPORT EQUIPMENT
SUSTAINING ENGINEERING (CLINS 005A, 005B, and 005C)

The government may exercise options for ground support equipment sustaining
engineering as delineated in Attachment J-2, Statement of Work for Priced Options.
The government may exercise ground support equipment sustaining engineering
options under CLIN 005A at any time during the basic contract period of performance
(Oct 02 through Sep 06). The government may exercise ground support equipment
sustaining engineering options under CLIN 005B at any time during Option Period 1
(Oct 06 — Sep 09). The government may exercise ground support equipment sustaining
engineering options under CLIN 005C at any time during Option Period 2 (Oct 09 — Sep
12). Options may be exercised by written notice to the contractor not later than 90 days
prior to commencement of the option work. The option to exercise CLIN 005B is
contingent upon exercise of Option Period 1, CLIN 001B. The option to exercise CLIN
005C is contingent upon exercise of Option Period 2, CLIN 001C.

ARTICLE B-11 PRICED OPTION FOR MPLM PACKING (CLINS 006A, 006B.
AND 006C)

The government may exercise options for MPLM packing as delineated in Attachment
J-2, Statement of Work for Priced Options. The government may exercise MPLM
packing options under CLIN 0O06A at contract award for performance concurrent with
CLIN 0O01A. The government may exercise MPLM packing options under CLIN 006B
prior to start of Option Period 1 (Oct 06 — Sep 09). The government may exercise
MPLM packing options under CLIN 006C prior to start of Option Period 2 (Oct 09 — Sep
12). Options 006B and 006C may be exercised by written notice to the contractor not
later than 60 days prior to commencement of the option work. The option to exercise
CLIN 006B is contingent upon exercise of Option Period 1, CLIN 001B. The option to
exercise CLIN 006C is contingent upon exercise of Option Period 2, CLIN 001C.
